In an effort to continue
to improve the quality
of the facility, a number
of improvements have
been made or will be made prior to Labor Day. These include:

Resurfacing and repainting of Courts 5 & 6 to match courts
1-4 in terms of playing surface and color.

Addition of four (4) heaters on courts 5 & 6. Due to the
location of the new courts, it is necessary to provide more
heaters to effectively melt the snow and keep those courts
dry.

Installation of two new sets of stairs from courts and
replacement of two other sets of stairs in poor condition.

Staining of all snow boards and skirting to dark oak to match
the new courts.

Painting and staining of trim inside paddle hut.
Replacement of snow boards as needed.
Replacement of court screens as needed.
Repair of existing heaters as needed.
Repair to courts as needed
