A brief discussion took
place regarding the 4™ of July fireworks line item and the summer brochure costs. A roll call
vote was taken.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Lakefront Conditions Update:

Superintendent Shea spoke about the ILDNR review of the breakwater project then introduced
Jon Shabica of Shabica & Assoc who spoke about the work taking place on bid specifications.
He felt that the lack of public comment thus far was indicative of the public’s recognition of the
need for the breakwater. Superintendent Kutulas spoke further on the Bluff Restoration project,
noting a brief unexpected delay in construction progress, but will be back on track shortly.
Photos have been taken to show the progress at Tower Beach and they will be shared.



COVID-19 Update:

Executive Director Muno spoke about Governor Pritzker’s extension of the “Shelter in Place”
Order until May 30", with some exceptions. The opening of golf courses is exciting news for the
Park District. He further noted that the Park District is looking into what a phasing in “soft
opening” may look like. Personnel discussions will take place during closed session. President
Archambault addressed Matt Johnson, Winnetka Golf Club Manager, who responded with a brief
description of the WGC plans for restrictions.

Capital Financing Project Update:

Superintendent Berman gave a brief update on what the WPD can go out for in regards to the
debt issuance, the ability to pay the 2014 bond and the debt capacity. She then introduced Eric
Anderson from Piper Sandler who gave a slide presentation, noting a currently volatile period for
rates. He presented 3 different scenarios for debt service at 9 million, 12 million and 15 million
over 25 years. A brief question and answer session took place with Commissioners Lussen,
Claybrook and Archambault. Commissioner Claybrook noted that the WPD should be ready to
act, especially with the current conditions. Commissioner Codo asked additional questions
regarding operating activities and the market going forward and supply. Mr. Anderson offered a
detailed answer and also suggested discussing with staff and bring suggestions to the Board. He
said that he has extensive experience working with a number of local Park Districts. He further
noted in response to Commissioner Codo’s question that Piper Sandler is a very robust private
placement bank. President Archambault thanked Mr. Anderson for their partnership and said
that the Board would be getting back to him.

REMARKS FROM VISITORS

Mollie Vanderlaan — introduced herself as a resident who plays tennis. She wished to express
her belief that the interpretation of the Executive Order was unreasonable as she thinks tennis is a
low risk activity. She further stated that families should be allowed to play together. Suggested
that a solution may be allowing singles to play and have employee supervision.

NEW BUSINESS

Grant Funding 2020

Superintendents Shea and Kutulas, along with Executive Assistant Kuechel are looking for grant
opportunities. The OSLAD (Open Space Land Acquisition and Development) grant cycle will
be opening May 1% and the intention is to pursue that funding.

MATTERS OF THE DIRECTOR

Executive Director Muno announced his retirement from the Winnetka Park District and will be
sharing that with all of the staff, noting that he had presented a letter of resignation to President
Archambault. President Archambault acknowledged receipt and acceptance of the letter;
thanking Executive Director Muno for his service and wished him luck.

BOARD LIAISON REPORTS

Commissioner Codo reported that New Trier is planning on a July 12" graduation that will likely
be held virtually. The awards ceremony will be held virtually and summer athletics are currently
under review.



BOARD LIAISON REPORTS CONT’D

Commissioner Claybrook met with the Caucus Committee to discuss topics for a potential
survey, noting that there may not be one this year. Six caucus members will specifically focus
on the WPD, with two specific action items being the survey and Board candidates.

John Shea said that they are looking for resident candidates to become an active part of the Parks
Foundation.

STAFF UPDATES

Superintendent of Recreation, John Shea — the Recreation Dept. is in limbo for summer
programming. He will be meeting with the John Muno and the School District regarding usage.
Vendors have been engaged for virtual programming. Hope to be able to report more in the
coming weeks in response to the restrictions.

Marketing Brand Manager, Kelsey Raftery — preparing communication regarding spring
programming cancellations, our refund policy and donation opportunities. There are plans for a
Memorial Day video, Superintendent Shea said that Kelsey and staff are doing a great job and
are working with local government entities. Commissioner Claybrook questioned plans for
summer camp cancellations and suggested that marketing those programs will be very important.
Per President Archambault will look into listing/acknowledging donors

Superintendent of Parks, Costa Kutulas — his department is keeping the properties manicured,
seeding and proceeding with park clean-up. Working on stabilizing damage due to storms and
cleaning up the beaches.

Superintendent of Finance, Christine Berman — Noted that we did receive a check from the
State of Illinois for personal property replacement tax and will keep an eye out for those in the
future to make sure we are still receiving them. Audit field work was done through an online
portal, expect to be on schedule for approval.

Executive Assistant, Lara Kuechel — thanked everyone for their flexibility with the different
meeting formats. Looking at grant possibilities, noting they are exciting in light of our
challenges. Participating in community talks through IPRA and will be working with Britni
Purnell, Human Resources Administrator to plan for additional staff safety training.

Subject: Capital Financing Project Update

From: Christine Berman, Superintendent of Finance

Staff has had further meetings with Piper Sandler and Commissioners Codo and Lussen regarding the
major capital project funding and the 2020 debt issuance. Additionally, updates to financial projections
have been made over a multi-year period. This remains a top priority as the Lloyd beach shoreline
protection permit project is about to go out to bid.

As a result of these meetings and updated financials, Piper Sandler provided new repayment schedules
for both $6M and $9M debt issuances at 20 and 25-year repayment schedules.

The multi-year financial forecast estimates, including updated multi-year capital project numbers, will
be presented to the Board at the 5/21/20 board meeting.

At this time, we will also discuss the amount of debt issuance requested to be approved by the board.

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ORDINANCE NO. 575

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 4.19 OF THE
WINNETKA PARK DISTRICT BOARD POLICY

WHEREAS, the Winnetka Park District (“Park District™) previously adopted a Board Policy
(Chapter 4, General Policies Manual) pursuant to Section 8-1(d), (f) of the Illinois Park District Code
(“Park Code™), 70 ILCS 1205/8-1(d), (f) (“Board Policy”); and

WHEREAS, Section 8-1(d) of the Park Code authorizes Illinois park districts to pass all
necessary ordinances, rules and regulations for the proper management and conduct of the business of the
district and to establish by ordinance all needful rules and regulations for the government and protection
of parks under its jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, Section 4.19 of the Board Policy creates term limits for the offices of President and
Vice President, limiting commissioners to two consecutive one-year terms (“Term Limits™); and

WHEREAS, the Park District Board of Park Commissioners (“Park Board”) desires to modify
Section 4.19 of the Board Policy to permit the President and Vice President each to serve a third
consecutive one-year term for when authorized by the Park Board.

NOW, THEREFORE IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE WINNETKA PARK
DISTRICT BOARD OF PARK COMMISSIONERS, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS
FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE: Incorporation of Recitals. The foregoing recitals are incorporated by this
reference as though fully set forth herein, and all provisions of this Ordinance shall be construed,
interpreted, and enforced in accordance therewith.

SECTION TWO: Amendment to Board Policy. Section 4.19 of the Winnetka Park District
Board Policy is hereby amended to provide as follows:

4.19 TERM LIMITS OF PRESIDENT AND VICE PRESIDENT

No member of the Board elected to the position of President or Vice President shall serve in such
capacity for more than two consecutive one-year terms.

This term limit shall not preclude the current Vice President from either being nominated
or elected to the position of President. However, the current President who is serving in a first,
second or third term shall not be eligible for nomination or election to the position of Vice
President. A Board member who has served as President shall be eligible for nomination and
election to either position after a one-year absence from the President position. The Park Board
may permit a member of the Board to serve a third consecutive one-year term as President or
Vice President upon a separate motion authorizing an exception to the two-term limit rule. Said
motion shall be approved by a majority of the Board members currently holding office. Once the
exception is approved, the election of the President and Vice President shall proceed in
accordance with Sections 4.04 and 4.18 of the Board Policy.
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Appointments to the office of Secretary, Treasurer and Legal Counsel shall be for the term of no
more than one year, but there shall be no limit to the number of terms a person may serve in said
appointed positions.

SECTION THREE: Severability and Repeal of Inconsistent Ordinances. If any section,
paragraph, clause, or provision of this Ordinance shall be held invalid, the invalidity thereof shall not
affect any of the other provisions of this ordinance. All ordinances, resolutions, motions or other actions
of the Board of Park Commissioners in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such
conflict.

SECTION FOUR: Effective Date. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect
immediately after its adoption and publication as required by law.
