8. Atthe discretion of the Chair, you may be asked to submit your question in writing on a 3 x 5 card and
you will receive a written response with one week of the hearing.

The President will strive to allow all residents and visitors equal opportunity to address the Board. In general the
Board will not comment or respond to issues requiring Board consideration until the issue has been reviewed by
the Board/staff.

Commissioner James added the village does not want a
voting position on the committee but would assign a liaison.

Commissioner James explained he would like the committee to focus on an off leash dog
park, and Tower Road as an off leash dog beach site, and avoid Maple. He noted the
committee does not need to consider the off-season use of Elder+Centennial since the
design is done and the utilization schedule is a board matter.

Commissioners Archambault and Root were identified as board representatives.
Commissioner Root suggested informing the dog beach users of the proposed off-season
availability of Elder Lane to ease their mind.

The board discussed details and possible objectives of the committee. The board concurred
the committee objectives should be agreed on by the park board, and the committee should
determine the process.

Commissioner Root inquired how to move forward with the village. Commissioner James
explained there is an existing easement agreement from the village, allowing the park

district to determine the utilization of the property. The easement and all research notes
and documents from 2018 will be forwarded to Commissioners Root and Archambault.

Phase 1 Paddle Court Expansion

Executive Director Peterson reported staff is reviewing cell tower easements related to the
project. Colin Cross provided commentary on the WPTC affiliate and construction
agreements. Momentum continues, but more work needs to be done.

Golf Course Design Agreement

Director Kutulas reported the contract and board comments were reviewed by legal counsel.

The Truth in Taxation Law requires not less than 20 days prior to the adoption of its
aggregate levy the corporate authority of each taxing district shall determine the amount
of money, exclusive of levies for debt service and election costs, estimated to be necessary
to be raised by taxation for that year upon the taxable property in its district.

Attached please find Resolution #21-11-18, scheduled for approval at the November 18,
2021 Board Meeting. As you can see by this resolution, the proposed 2021 tax levy,
exclusive of debt service, is estimated to be $5,973,131. This amount is 3.45% more than
the 2020 extension amount, exclusive of debt service, of $5,767,086.

A public hearing on the tax levy is required if the amount is more than a 5% increase. As
such, a public hearing is not necessary for the 2021 Tax Levy.

3. Based on the foregoing, the estimated percentage increase in the proposed
2021 aggregate levy over the amount of real estate taxes extended upon
the final 2020 aggregate levy is 3.45%, and that, accordingly, no public
hearing or publication is required under the Truth in Taxation Law.

Any governing board of a member district shall
have the right to appeal the Committee's decision to the delegates at the Annual
Business Meeting of the Association.

(c) Notice of appeal by a member district for the resolution must be served by
mail on the members of the Honors and Resolutions Committee so as to be received
not less than forty-eight (48) hours in advance of the start of the Annual
Conference. A majority of the official delegates present and voting at the Annual
Business Meeting of the Association during the Annual Conference is required for
consideration of appeals. Approval by a two-thirds (2/3rds) majority vote of the
official delegates present and voting is required at the Annual Business Meeting of
the Association for the introduction of additional resolutions. A member district
seeking authority at the Annual Business Meeting of the Association to present an
additional resolution must provide duplicated copies in number sufficient for all
delegates present."
