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RESOLUTION COMMITTING LOCAL FUNDS 

Resolution No. 20-06-11 

WHEREAS, the Winnetka Park District Board of Commissioners has taken action to submit a 

Rebuild Illinois competitive public infrastructure application, 

WHEREAS, receipt of Rebuild Illinois grant assistance is essential to allow the Winnetka Park 

District to undertake the project of Lloyd Park Shoreline Protection Construction, 

WHEREAS, criteria are such that financial participation by the grantee is required in conjunction 

with Rebuild Illinois funds, and 

WHEREAS, the Winnetka Park District has certain monies allocated for the above-referenced 

project with cash on hand, as needed. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Winnetka Park District does hereby commit funds 

from debt proceeds for use in conjunction with a Rebuild Illinois Public Infrastructure Grant, such 

funds equal to 66% of the estimated total project cost of $5,000,000.00, or $3,000,000.00.

A finalist has been identified to assume responsibilities as a commissioner for the Winnetka Park District 

Board of Commissioners, thereby filling the open position vacated with my recent resignation from the 

Board.   

With Mickey Archambault’s leadership and direction, a search for initial candidates was conducted; 

three candidates were identified.  Also, Mickey employed best practices to the process by using a third 

party team of former WPD board members - - Ian Larkin, Brad McLane, and Gerri Kahnweiler - - to 

interview each candidate and recommend the finalist.   

The overall process and, specifically, information regarding the finalist will be presented during the 

Special Board Meeting, June 11th, 2020.  The finalist will be nominated for approval by majority vote 

during the June 18th board meeting.  Upon approval by the current board, the finalist will be 

immediately sworn in, thereby becoming an official member of the Winnetka Park District Board of 

Commissioners through a term ending May, 2023.
